6. Further reading of Pauls struggles if required- 

After Paul’s conversion, Paul’s first trip to Jerusalem found him 

talking to the Greek speaking Jews, and they tried to kill him (Acts 9) 

In Acts 13, when most of the city came to hear Paul and Barnabas 

preach the Word of the Lord – some of the Jews were jealous, so 

they slandered Paul and argued with whatever he said 

And in verse 50, Paul and Barnabas were run out of town by a mob of 

angry people  

And in Lystra, after some initial success, “some Jews came from 

Antioch and Iconium and won the crowd over”. 

They then stoned Paul and dragged him out of the town, thinking he 

was dead!  (Acts 14)

8. Ephesian 6 tells us that the battle that we are in, is not against 

flesh and blood, but the evil rulers and authorities of the unseen 

world, against the mighty powers in this dark world, and against 

evil spirits in the heavenly places.

Do you feel that your prayers make any difference to the people 

or circumstances you are prayer for 

10. Discuss - James 5 vs 16 

Confess your sins to each other and pray for each other, so that you 

may be healed.
